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Letter from the Chairman 
 

 When I was a student at Glasgow University in the Fifties we were issued with 
"Summer Reading Lists" and duly examined on these at the start of the new session. This 
Summer, being acutely aware of my lack of pedigree in all things St Andrean, I decided to 
increase my knowledge by working my way through the publications of the Trust since 1938. 
 
I was filled with admiration for the group who had formed themselves with such high ideals 
and aims and set about fulfilling these, not merely talking. In particular, I was impressed that 
the philosophy behind the group did not limit itself to preservation of property alone but 
included the promotion and expansion of knowledge of the historical and literary heritage of St 
Andrews. Today the labours of those involved in the preservation of properties like The 
Burgher Kirk and 11 College Street bear witness to the foresight and vision of the early 
Trustees, and the success of the Trust's Museum, not only with plans for exciting new 
exhibitions to come but also as a meeting place for like minded members of the Community, 
endorses the wide reaching objectives of the founders. We are all the richer for it. 
 
To be truthful, I think I am rather envious of the early Trust: to see ones hopes and plans 
fulfilled and then move on to a new project must have been most rewarding. In the twenty first 
century much of the time of our hard working planners is taken up with preparing responses to 
planning applications which are inappropriate and responding to concerns of our Members. 
This Summer we have been occupied with the problems involved in trying to establish a Green 
Belt which is acceptable to all parties involved in defining it. Our Planning Convener, David 
Middleton, in his report will have given details of the varying and ceaseless tasks he and his 
committee undertake Certainly there was no " Summer Break" for the Planners! 
 
During the past week I was invited to two meetings attended by representatives of different 
groups within the town. All are anxious to solve problems which face us and to develop 
strategies which involve the Community as a whole, working towards not just the preservation 
of St Andrews but the conservation and improving of our environment. 
 
We at the Trust are very excited at the success of the restoration of the shop front at Elspeth's 
in Church St. Ultimately our experts would like to see all the opportunities for restoration in 
Church St. underway. We have plans to encourage those concerned but, of course, this work 
involves considerable expense. However, we are certain that this project of today's 
Preservation Trust is one which will be appreciated by all in the future. 
 
The woodland in Lade Braes, which is our responsibility, continues to be a matter of concern 
but hope for help in the future may come from ideas expressed at one of the meetings I 
attended this week. 
 
So many other events and changes have occurred since my last letter. The news of the 
departure of our delightful Museum Curator, Sarah Robertson in June was devastating. 
However, we were all delighted and basked in the reflected glory of her success in being 
appointed to the Whipple Museum in Cambridge. Finding a successor during the Summer 
Exhibition seemed a daunting task but fortunately the University's most recent class of 
Graduands in Museum and Galleries Studies provided our selection panel with candidates of 
outstanding merit from whom Sandra Vacca was chosen. A profile of Sandra is in this 
Newsletter. Sandra is establishing 
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herself as an innovative curator as you will learn from the Museum Report and I hope by the time our members 
receive this Newsletter many will have enjoyed the St Andrews Week exhibition. 
 
The unprecedented economic events of the last few months have left most people reeling with a sense of helplessness 
and despair but the Trust's Fund Raising Committee soldier on, and since June, have had a degree of success which 
has eased our financial problems but only for a short time. 
 
The outstanding success of the 2008 Hidden Gardens will be highlighted elsewhere. I must, however, record the other 
events which, apart from being hugely enjoyable, have helped to fill the coffers: the selling of Trust Publications at 
the Botanic Garden's Open Day, the Golf and Putting Competitions, the Autumn Fair and the Charity Christmas Card 
Sale. 
 
The Christmas Fair and the Winter Reception, as I write this, are still to come. All our members must be aware that 
there is a great deal happening and those fortunate enough to live nearby are most cordially invited to come along and 
be part of the Trust's activities. Volunteer Guides for the Museum are needed to ease the burden of our present group. 
To return to my Summer Reading; on page 17 of Elizabeth Williams' and John Lindsay's Saving St Andrews I 
learned that Hew Lorimer Chairman of the Trust from 1958-1972 had been instrumental in the production of a 
Newsletter, holding the view that Members needed to know more about the Trust's activities. The realisation tb such a 
distinguished sculptor and man of outstanding quality had been the force behind what we were producing nor-was, 
for me, a very humbling one and I can only hope that if he were here today our efforts would meet with his approval. 
I can imagine early Newsletters being produced using Gestetner skins or even the lowly 'Banda'. Today many of us 
possess the means of doing the most amazing things. The contributors to the Newsletter have a deadline of mid 
November and articles are sent by e-mail to our administrator and on to our young, talented editor, Mark Cox. Mark 
has to be very patient and copes with many problems most noteworthy the Chairman who is described by her elder 
son as being "Technologically Backward". 
 
In our desire for efficiency Janette Gillespie, our administrator is bringing our records up-to-date. Included with the 
Newsletter is a form giving our members the opportunity to make any necessary changes and to provide e-mail 
address, if willing. 
 
I hope you will find the Newsletter interesting. Our activities are many and varied and everyone who contributes to 
the life of the Trust shares and endorses the aims of the early Trustees ie "A desire to secure the preservation of the 
amenities and historic character of St Andrews and its neighbourhood."

Planning Report November 2008 
 

A housing development at the former New Park School, involving almost 50 fiats was opposed by the Trust and 
many others, and turned down by the Council. This decision is now being appealed. The hearing is destined to take 
up to four days in January of this year. John Frew and Robert Steedman will join me at this hearing to give evidence 
in relation to the conservation area setting and architectural aspects of the proposed scheme. 
 
We have taken the initiative in relation to the 700 new student fiats proposed at Fife Park to meet with the architects 
to suggest changes to the landscaping of this development adjacent to one of the important gateways to the town. At 
our suggestion, mature trees are to be saved through re-siting of the buildings fronting the road, and some landscape 
aspects will be improved. 
 
The planning committee objected to an HMO licence at 2 Queen's Gardens, because of the state of disrepair of this 
important David Rhind designed listed building. When heard at the licensing committee, the Trust's case was rejected 
by one vote. 
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Together with the Green Belt Forum, we objected to proposals for downgrading Areas of Great Landscape Value 
(AGLVs) adjacent to St Andrews. Only three of the present 20 ALGV designations were to be retained and this 
would have denuded St Andrews of its protective green ring and laid it open to unsuitable development. Councillors 
unanimously supported the Trust and GBF view and threw out the report, mainly on the grounds that it had not met 
the criteria for effective public consultation. The Committee Chairman agreed that the consultation had been deeply 
flawed, but this matter has still some way to run. The deteriorating state of the former Grand Hotel gives cause for 
concern. Recently the Trust wrote to the Chairman of Crerar Hotels suggesting that this would be a more appropriate 
project for his group, rather than the building of a new hotel on a green field/prospective green belt site at Kinkell 
Braes.. The Trust's position will need to be vigorously defended. 
 
Development on a prospective Green Belt site at John Knox Road was turned down by the Council. The reasons 
given for this decision are of particular interest to the Trust: The planners stated that the development would be in 
conflict with the St Andrews Strategic Study (1998), which noted that St Andrews is at its landscape capacity. The 
planning report also stated that any development on the periphery of the town would be considered premature until 
the boundaries of the Green Belt were established. Finally it quoted the Alison Grant Landscape study finding that 
there were no landscape opportunities for substantial development adjacent to the settlement envelope. 
 
It remains to be seen whether these considerations will be diluted by the local and structure plan proposals for up to 
two thousand additional houses in St Andrews. The Scottish Government's response to the Structure Plan Proposals 
now long overdue. It is known that Scottish Ministers are minded to make significant modifications to Fife Council's 
proposals, but we do not know yet what these are. We also do know that the Government consulted Historic 
Scotland and Scottish Natural Heritage before finalising their changes to the Plan. Scottish Natural Heritage is on 
record as criticising the Plan for being developer led, and failing to set a green belt for St Andrews before deciding 
how many houses the landscape can accommodate. We await the government's changes to the Structure Plan with 
interest. 
 
The Crerar application for the Kinkell Braes Hotel was refused by the North East Area Council Planning Committee 
on 12th November. This was despite efforts by the applicants, prior to the meeting, to prevent the Committee chair 
and the four St Andrews Councillors from voting. The hotel group alleged to the Commissioner for Standards in 
Public Life that these members were biased because of their membership of town organisations such as the Harbour 
Trust and Links Trust. Fortunately all five councillors were not deterred and joined in an unanimous decision to 
reject the application. The Trust had earlier put forward a strong case for refusal, with historical evidence of the 
Importance of the view of the town and harbour being ably provided by Trust member and architectural historian 
John Frew. 
 
Additional street furniture has been approved for South Street by the North East Area Planning Committee. The 
Trust had been critical of some aspects of the design, and succeeded in achieving some improvements. There is still 
Concern about the failure of the Council to obtain Historic Building Consent for items such as more bike racks 
outside Parliament Hall 
 
The Planning Committee's efforts to have Greyfriars Primary School (formerly the Burgh School) made a listed 
building through Historic Scotland is making progress, although a final decision has not yet been taken. A planning 
proposal by the University to use the building for offices has not adversely affected the progress of the application. 
A more sensitive approach to its conversion might be achieved if a listing is confirmed. 
 
Two further listing proposals made by the Trust are being processed by Historic Scotland. Usually all buildings built 
before 1840 are automatically eligible for listing and as both come into this time-frame, we are hopeful of the 
outcome. 
 
Significant development proposals continue to come forward. The University is proposing two further buildings on 
the North Haugh, and together with the Crown Estates is holding a public exhibition of proposals which would 
change the face of the East Sands from the leisure centre to near the harbour. The Planning Committee will carefully 
assess these proposals so that an informed and measured response can be made.

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Finance Convener's Report 
 

The end of another year is fast approaching and it is therefore worth considering the likely outturn for 2008 in this 
Newsletter. 
 
Thanks to a generous bequest made in 2007 but only received this year, the Trust has enjoyed a little more flexibility in 
its financial decision making than in the previous few years. We could have chosen to bank the money, thus ensuring a 
stronger set of year-end accounts and an easier job for the Finance Convener at the AGM next year. Instead, it was 
decided to use the money on a number of projects in the Museum, one of which may even have solved the long-standing 
problem of damp in the east wall of the Museum. The bequest, coupled with good results from fundraising activities and 
sustained income from subscriptions and investments, should mean that the end-2008 accounts show a modest, but not 
worrying, deficit. 
 
The recent upheaval in the world's financial markets continues to be a major source of concern. Fortunately, the Trust's 
portfolio of investments contains none of the worst-performing companies, but the book value of our shares has fallen 
sharply and. more worryingly, it seems likely that many organisations will have to cut their dividends. with a direct 
negative impact on our income. There is a similar negative effect from the recent cuts in interest rates, with more to come 
perhaps. The maintenance of overall income in 2009 at 2008 levels will be a major challenge to us. 
 
Subscriptions provide an important source of income to the Trust. An increase in subscriptions is one way to increase 
income, but a more painless way is for those who have not yet completed Gift Aid declarations to do so. May I therefore 
make a plea to those in a position to let us benefit from Gift Aid, but have not yet signed up to this process, to do so 
immediately. May I also ask those who, from time to time, make gifts to the Trust to consider Gift Aid. 
 
Our Museum is costly to run but is a wonderful asset to the town and much appreciated by visitors. The Burgher Kirk 
requires regular upkeep but provides valuable rental income, while the two doocots for which the Trust has responsibility 
require regular but modest maintenance. However the Trust also owns an area of woodland which, over the years, Ian 
Christie has maintained almost single-handedly (but with some help from a few volunteers). The woodland now needs 
professional attention to (1) repair or replace as necessary the fencing along Hepburn Gardens and (2) fell potentially 
dangerous trees. The fencing will cost some hundreds of pounds, the felling work - some thousands of pounds. More on 
this in the coming months!

As numbers for this visit had to be 
limited to 25, many members were left disappointed, but we hope to set up a second visit next Spring so I would urge all 
those interested to keep an eye out for the date as an opportunity to see this house should not be missed.

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Press coverage of the Trust 

 
It is now over a year since I became voluntary press officer for the Trust. I was appointed to promote the Trust 
positively, as there was some feeling among members that, through opposition to planning applications as reported 
in the press, the Trust was seen as a negative and reactionary body. 
 
Over the past twelve months press releases have been sent to Mike Rankine, of the St Andrews Citizen and Dougie 
Miller, freelance reporter who serves the "Courier". Photographs have been arranged with Peter Adamson for the 
"Courier" and more recently Sam Taylor has taken photographs used by the "Citizen". 
 
To date forty-five press releases have been issued. Only one has not appeared in print. More than half have 
appeared in both the "Citizen" and the "Courier." In issuing press releases you are never sure which will result in 
prominent coverage. One recent press release, though strangely not used by the "Citizen," got coverage in the 
"Herald" and the Scottish Daily Mail. It also resulted in the curator doing an interview for "Drive" on Radio 
Scotland. It related the story of the 1902 coronation tin of chocolates (with chocolates still uneaten) donated to the 
museum. 
 
One particularly interesting story has been that of "Visurama." Scale models of the castle, cathedral, university 
chapel and St Rule's tower plus scripts, recordings and other artifacts from this show, a history of St Andrews in 
sound and light, staged in 1969 and 1970 in 12 North Street have been donated to the Trust by the builder of the 
models, Jack Inglis. The models formed the focal point of "A Vision of St Andrews" this year's St Andrews Week 
exhibition in the museum. 
 
Feedback from both trustees and members generally has been that the policy of issuing these press releases to 
enhance the standing of the Trust in the town is working.

StAnza 2009 celebrates Robert Burns,  
Homecoming and Poetry Centre Stage 

 
 

A highlight of the arts calendar in St Andrews, StAnza: Scotland's International Poetry Festival, regularly attracts 
poets and poetry lovers from all over the world. StAnza 2009 is one of the events chosen to take part in 
'Homecoming Scotland', a country-wide initiative, inspired by the 250th birthday of Robert Burns, which celebrates 
Scottish culture at home and abroad. It is fitting that the festival will be launched, on 18th March, by the First 
Minister, Rt. Hon. Alex Salmond, who is a graduate of the University of St Andrews. The Festival runs from the 
18th to the 22nd of March, 2009. 
 
StAnza's stellar list of poets includes Carol Ann Duffy, Simon Armitage, Patience Agbabi, Helen Dunmore, 
Peter Porter, Robert Crawford, Kate Clanchy, Sophie Hannah, Angus Peter Campbell and Elvis 
McGonagall. 
And there will be a unique opportunity to hear Ian Rankin, Scotland's best-known crime writer, talk about the 
influence poetry has had on his life and work. 
 
The Scottish Diaspora is reflected in a roster of poets living abroad who have associations with Scotland: New 
Zealand's Bill Manhire will be StAnza's Poet-in-Residence, joined by fellow New Zealander Jenny Bornholdt. 
From Canada we will be welcoming poet and scholar Stephen Scobie. and from the USA, poet and critic Jay 
Parini, who will give the StAnza Lecture on the theme of Homecoming, and poets Annie Boutelle and Ros 
Brackenbury, both of whom have roots in Scotland.

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The Preservation Trust Museum will be hosting StAnza's Round Table Readings, a unique chance to hear favourite poets 
read and talk about their work in a relaxed, informal way. Pittenweem poet Thomas A. Clark will be at the table on 20th, 
Simon Armitage on 21st March and Carol Ann Duffy on 22nd March. Each session takes place at 11.30am. Places are 
limited, so be sure to book in advance. The museum is also the venue for A Bright Glade, an exhibition of work from 
Moschatel Press, run by Thomas A Clark and Laurie Clark, which makes connections between poetry and the natural 
world. 
 
StAnza's other theme. Poetry Centre Stage, celebrates poetry's dynamic relationship with drama and theatre: three plays 
are included in the programme, one specially commissioned for StAnza by a collaboration of three St Andrews alumni, 
including actor/director Crispin Bonham Carter; a one-man play exploring the life and poetry of Scottish poet W.S. 
Graham, and a third play taking as its theme Burns and his relationship with "Clarinda". The actor Siobhan Redmond, a 
graduate of St Andrews, will be In Conversation, talking about her work on stage and television. 
 
StAnza Artistic Director Eleanor Livingstone is delighted with the festival line-up so far. 'We are pleased to have 
attracted so many major talents from the poetry world to appear at StAnza 2009. Many of them have strong connections 
with Scotland and indeed with St Andrews. We are also very excited about our Poetry Centre Stage theme: it is a new 
departure and StAnza is also about broadening the scope of poetry, in this case exploring its links with theatrical 
performance.'

I was born in 1986 in Lyon from Italian parents and the very nature of my birth seems to have influenced my 
lifestyle. I was indeed born in my Dad's car on the way to the hospital and since then, I have nurtured a great 
passion for travels! I also enjoy drawing, reading, and hill walking. I have an older sister, Elisa, who works for 
Juventus Merchandising in Turin, Italy. 
 
My youth was punctuated by summer trips to Sardinia, to visit our relatives and discover our roots. This was a 
good occasion to learn Italian, and these summer holidays gave me a taste for languages, Italian culture, and 
archaeology. As many other children, I wanted to become a new Indiana Jones, but as I also enjoyed 
museums, I decided this would be a better (and less dangerous!) career for me. 
 
Keeping my objective in a corner of my head, I went to an international state high school, where I discovered 
the Britannic culture and language.
